We therefore support our schools, home communities
and other professionals in understanding the value of trusted r
elationships for these children — relationships which heal minds,
brains and bodies. Key conversational skills in addressing and
making sense of what has happened in the past, are central to
our work as is an integrated approach across school/ home/ co
mmunity culture. We work to establish excellent working relation
ships with local schools and collaborate to form a shared under
standing of the issues that our young people face and the impa
ct of childhood adversity on their social-emotional development.

Home managers are responsible for ensuring th
at children and young people are safe and protected from abus
e and neglect. Clear systems of line management are in place
and Managers engage in regular line management supervision
themselves and provide feedback and reports on key performa
nce indicators and evidence of how safety and protection is pro
vided.

Summary reviews/ reports are compiled by the Operational Man
ager and presented to the Rl — these reports summarise the evi
dence from the Home Managers of effective leadership and ove
rsight and how they ensure staff work effectively to provide safe
care and protection of children and young people from abuse a
nd neglect.

Monthly monitoring and quality assurance checks are carried o
ut within the home following a comprehensive and structured fo
rmat. This process is an opportunity for the Manager to ensure
that the service meets the organisational standards across a ra
nge of defined areas on a regular basis. The monthly reports a
re analysed by the managers and regular audits are carried out
to form a structured approach to quality improvement as well as
being able to address any short-falls promptly and efficiently. T
he Manager reports on all matters detailed in the legislation an
d made available to the Operations Manager and Governance
group.

Home managers are responsible for ensuring that care is provi
ded for children and young people which follows the Youth Cen
tred Integrated Approach (YCIA) multi-systemic model. The mult
i-systemic model (YCIA) forms the framework to ensure that the
rapeutic interventions support all aspects of the child/young per
son’s social, emotional and cognitive development. The therap
eutic approach in itself holds core values at the centre: social le
arning, participation within social groups, feedback and multiple
opportunities for children to have their voices heard. There is e
vidence of the involvement of children and young people in dev
eloping their goals and objectives within the work that they do w
ith their key worker and other coaches on the outcome star. Th
e therapeutic approach appears to be bedding in. The evidenc
e for this is in multiple sources of staff feedback through Rl visit
s, external visitors, local authority contract monitoring, and staff
surveys.

The encouragement for Social Workers is to engage regularly i
n review meetings with the home teams and young person them
selves which also helps to keep children’s voices at the centre
of their care experience. The gathering of information for CLA r
eports is carried out more in advance and collaboratively with y
oung people of themselves, so that they have more opportuniti
es to give feedback and make changes to their personal objecti
ves and hopes for the future.

The use of external advocacy is encouraged, although the level
of involvement in regular reviews of their progress in the place
ment and objectives for the future, embeds, strong advocacy fr
om the placement itself. There have been examples of young p
eople successfully using advocacy in recent months — and this
has been noted particularly where the young person has a diffe
rent view about their placement and their future to that of their |
ocal authority. When young people have worked out how to en
gage successfully with an advocate, those young people are su
pported in being part of ‘peer-to-peer’ learning/ support worksh
ops, where knowledge, understanding and experience of using
advocacy can be shared to encourage greater take up.

The extent to which people feel safe and protected from abuse
and neglect.

The Responsible Individual visits the home regularly (at least e
very 3 months) to monitor and review the performance of the se
rvice according to legislation and the statement of purpose. Dur
ing these visits she will make herself available to talk with childr
en and young people in placement and the therapeutic care sta
ff. During this visit the Responsible Individual will be looking for
evidence of the quality and standards of the home. The respon
sible individual has a key duty of care to enable clear systems
and processes for quality assurance, complaints or concerns,
Risk management, outcome monitoring and assessment, safety
and effectiveness of the service. Birribi continues to follow stan
dard infection control measures and actions to reduce the risk
of transmission of infectious diseases.

To succeed in improving young peoples’ experiences of reside
ntial care, it is important that we use a systematic, structured ap
proach that gives feedback on the progress of the organisation
and services that we provide.

The Governance group meets regularly and reports to the Boar
d of Directors. Home managers are responsible for ensuring th
at children and young people are safe and protected from abus
e and neglect. Clear systems of line management are in place
and Managers engage in regular line management supervision
themselves and provide feedback and reports on key performa
nce indicators and evidence of how safety and protection is pro
vided.

Summary reviews/ reports are compiled by the Operational Man
ager and presented to the Rl — these reports summarise the evi
dence from the Home Managers of effective leadership and ove
rsight and how they ensure staff work effectively to provide safe
care and protection of children and young people from abuse a
nd neglect.

Monthly monitoring and quality assurance checks are carried o
ut within the home following a comprehensive and structured fo
rmat. This process is an opportunity for the Manager to ensure
that the service meets the organisational standards across a ra
nge of defined areas on a regular basis. The monthly reports a
re analysed by the managers and regular audits are carried out
to form a structured approach to quality improvement as well as
being able to address any short-falls promptly and efficiently. T
he Manager reports on all matters detailed in the legislation an
d made available to the Operations Manager and Governance
group.

The home works within governance arrangements in place to s
upport people who use the service to live in a safe and suitable
home environment / therapeutic environment. The senior mana
gement restructuring process has resulted in clearer definition
of roles and responsibilities for the Board and Senior Managers
. The Senior Management team has been further strengthened
with the addition of the ‘Assistant Operational Manager’s positio
n. The home manager and deputy manager are responsible for
ensuring that accommodation, resources and facilities are provi
ded for children and young people — in order to follow the YCIA
therapeutic model and enable progress in achieving their perso
nal outcomes. The home manager is responsible for following a
maintenance plan and any improvements to the home are effec
tively completed. Monthly monitoring reports are produced by m
anagers to ensure progress reports in meeting the standards o
f maintenance and improvements to the premises (both internal
and external).

Farm and outdoor learning. Children also have access to Birribi
's care farm at Pencoed Farm and the team there have worked
extremely hard to achieve formal recognition and achieved accr
editation as a Care Farmin July 2022. There has been evidenc
e of a significant increase in opportunities to connect with and |
earn from nature and the natural environment around us and a
greater number of sessions offered by the farm staff. More mee
tings, groups, conversations, learning activities, play and exerci
sing have been happening in the natural outdoor environment.
Central office meeting spaces: There has been an increase in t
he access to and use of the offices in Narberth — and this spac
e is developing as a positive environment for meetings, hosting
visitors, support for access to friends in the community and posi
tive family experiences. The offices provide a comfortable envir
onment and supporting family meetings in other community setti
ngs that are welcoming and comfortable for young people and t
heir relatives.
